
Where on the Broom?
Goal: Act out the clues to figure out the location of Witch and her friends.

You will need:
 • Four clue cards

• Headbands or badges with pictures of Witch, 
  Dog, Cat, Bird, and Frog
• A broom

How to play:
This is a game for up to six people—five players 
and one reader.

1. Lay a broom on the floor.

2. Each player chooses a character from the story and wears a 
headband or a badge with a picture of the character. 

3. The reader reads aloud one clue at a time; the players figure out 
where each character belongs on the broom according to the clues.

4. The players will line up on the broom, according to the clues.

When the players think they are in the right order, the reader reads 
the clues again to double check. Players can rearrange if needed. 

Play again with a new set of clues! Make up your own set of clues!
